Background

“The annual World Day of Prayer for the Care of Creation will offer individual believers and
communities a fitting opportunity to reaffirm their personal vocation to be stewards of creation,
to thank God for the wonderful handiwork which he has entrusted to our care, and to implore his
help for the protection of creation as well as his pardon for the sins committed against the world
in which we live.” (Pope Francis, Letter inaugurating World Prayer of Care for Creation)

The Church has long celebrated the agricultural harvest. This intention also includes all hu-
man work. In all circumstances of human life there are choices to be made regarding the
environment and our reverent stewardship of the God’s gift of creation.

“The external deserts in the world are growing, because the internal deserts have become so vast.
Therefore the earth’s treasures no longer serve to build God’s garden for all to live in, but they
have been made to serve the powers of exploitation and destruction” (Benedict XVI, homily at
Inaugural Mass, 2005).
