The beginning, the end of life and indeed the quality of life — the Catholic Church has a
clear message and also has the people and the will to support those people who wish to
live according to that message.

[Another priority is] preaching the Gospel alongside our Christian brothers and sisters, in
an effective way. But | think also within the Catholic community, reaching again to those
families who have traditionally been part of our community and for whatever reason are
no longer fully at home within the Church or the local parish community. That's a
challenge - to find ways of reaching and touching those families who have a Catholic
heritage, but who don’t always feel confident about living according to it today.
