A Brief overview - Fundraising Team
In late 2005 the Catholic Bishops of England and Wales formulated a five year forward plan for the work of the Catholic Church at national level. This initiative, called Faith in the Future, identified key strategic areas of work comprising of fifteen individual projects and their associated costs. Faith in the Future seeks to raise £11.5 million over a five year period, 2006 – 2011.

In early 2006 the Fundraising Office was established by the Catholic Bishops’ Conference to raise the funds to implement these key strategic goals and projects. The office currently consists of a full time Development Officer, a Fundraising Consultant one day per week and is led part time by an Assistant General Secretary of the Bishops’ Conference. One of the trustees of the Catholic Trust (the umbrella organisation of the Bishops’ Conference) has a special responsibility for fundraising.

The success of the fundraising campaign to date and increased workload has necessitated the appointment of a Fundraising Assistant to work closely with the existing Fundraising team. 
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
