Absolution

The priest will then extend his hands over your head and say the
words of Absolution. In this way you receive God’s forgiveness of
your sins. The priest also prays for you that you will receive God’s
gifts of pardon and peace.

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in the Season of Lent



uring the season of Lent the Church seeks to prepare to
celebrate the great feast of Easter and to share even more
deeply in the life of Christ.

Lent begins with Ash Wednesday when ashes are smeared on our
forehead. By this sign we show that we know that we have sinned.
But we know too that the Lord is kind and compassionate, patient
and unbounding in mercy. He invites us to turn from our sin
and turn to him. The sacrament of reconciliation is one of the
great ways by which God helps us to do this. to us in this. It is a
sacrament we can celebrate at any time, but it is a sacrament that
in our Catholic tradition we especially celebrate in this season of
Lent.

Jesus said:

Happy those who hunger and thirst for what is right:
they shall be satisfied.

Happy the merciful:

they shall have mercy shown them.

Happy the pure in heart:

they shall see God..

The Word of God

When we celebrate this sacrament of reconciliation it is helpful to
listen to the Scriptures, and be reminded of the love that God has
for us — especially when we most need it.

You might have some favourite Bible stories that will remind you
of this — perhaps the story of the Prodigal Son, or the story of the
woman who washed Jesus’ feet with her tears. If not, you might
like to read and think about the following story about an event in
Jesus’ life that shows God’s love for those who need him most.

hile he was at dinner in the house it happened that
a number of tax collectors and sinners can to sit
at the table with Jesus and his disciples. When the

Pharisees saw this, they said to his disciples, “Why does your
master eat with tax collectors and sinners?” When he heard
this he replied, ‘It is not the healthy who need the doctor, but
the sick. Go and learn the meaning of the words: What | want
is mercy not sacrifice. And indeed | did not come to call the
virtuous but sinners.’ Matthew 9.10-13

If you read your passage before coming to Reconciliation, be
ready to tell the priest something about what you liked in what
you read.
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
