How will taking part in the CPI benefit me?

Whether you work in the Westminster or EU Parliament, or in Public Affairs in a National Catholic Agency , you will, at the end of the scheme have gained invaluable experience, knowledge and networking opportunities. Not to mention gaining a Masters-level study and familiarisation with the work of the Catholic Church and its agencies. The spiritual guidance and retreat will provide you with opportunities to reflect on the faith dimension of the experience and assist you in discerning your future vocation. 

How is the scheme funded? Where will I live?

As interns, you will be selected on the basis of ability and potential to gain most benefit from this experience, limited financial support is provided. Interns will have subsidised accommodation in central London or Brussels (depending on which programme you follow) and an allowance to cover living and travel costs for the duration of the internship. 

Will there be someone I can go to in case of problems?

A Bishops' Conference staff member will be assigned to you to keep in touch regularly and ensure all the practical aspects of your internship are going well throughout the year. 

Am I the kind of person you're looking for?

We are looking for current final year undergraduates or recent graduates who: 

· Are committed Catholics with integrity, a strong sense of vocation to social action, seeking to bring their faith to life.

· Have varied life experiences.

· Are academically strong, having achieved or expected to achieve either a good 2:1 or a First .

· Have exceptional initiative, drive, flair and creativity.

· Are highly responsible with good interpersonal skills and discretion.

· Have excellent oral and written communication skills.

· For the Brussels based internships, you must demonstrate a good working knowledge French.
All applicants must be resident in the UK.
