Trust

Trust the memory of God: his memory is not a “hard disk” that “saves” and
“archives” all our data, his memory is a heart filled with tender compassion,
one that finds joy in “erasing” in us every trace of evil.

Surrender

‘Dear young friends, don’t be ashamed to bring everything to the Lord in
confession, especially your weaknesses, your struggles and your sins. He will
surprise you with his forgiveness.

‘Don’t be afraid to say “yes” to him with all your heart, to respond generously
and to follow him!’

‘Don’t let your soul grow numb, but aim for the goal of a beautiful love which
also demands sacrifice!

Believe

‘God loves us the way we are, and no sin, fault or mistake of ours makes him
change his mind!

‘As far as Jesus is concerned - as the Gospel shows — no one is unworthy of, or
far from his thoughts. No one is insignificant. He loves all of us with a special
love: for him all of us are important: you are important!

‘God expects something from you, God wants something from you. God
hopes in you!
