Grant Application Guidelines

In your application we would like to see:

· [bookmark: _GoBack]Completeness in the application process and evidence of how your project will further the Year of the Word Campaign objectives
· Specific details of how you will implement your plans and measure success
· How your grant will be used in detail using a spreadsheet
· Details of any funds from other sources, including any organisations already partnering or planning to partner with the project
· Details of the audience(s) you hope to reach with your project
· How the project will have lasting impact in helping people to engage with Scripture
· Where appropriate, an ecumenical dimension to your project
· A Scripture Champion for the diocese collaborating with you on this project
· Your bishop authorising your application

Try to avoid: 

· Sweeping or general aspirations to achieve unmeasurable or intangible change
· Requests to reimburse expenses already incurred
· Projects or outcomes with little or no lasting Scripture-based impact

What we won’t fund:

· People’s salaries
· Projects that do not have a convincing Scriptural basis
· Projects for audiences outside of England and Wales
· Projects that lack sustainability beyond 2020
· Projects that cannot be replicated in another diocese

B – Creative Scripture Projects
