St Bernadette – is not the patron of Actors, that is in fact St Genesius, an actor who was part of a Roman troupe, he had been cast as a convert in an anti-christian play. In the play, when Genesius had water poured over his head and he spoke his lines, a declaration of faith. Divine grace flowed through him and he realised the truth of the Church, inspired he started to shout at Emperor Diocletian, there present for his persecutions.  At first the audience thought it was part of the act. Soon they realised that he had gone off script. Diocletian sentenced him to death by torture. 


St Don Bosco – is not the patron of Choirboys, one of his orphans, Dominic Savio is however


St Camillus – is not the patron saint of Students, one of them is St Bridget who opened the first Christian school in Ireland


St Florian – there is no patron saint of honesty and the patron saint of swimming is St Adjutor. A saint from the Crusades who had been captured and tortured, he escaped from his chains with the assistance from a vision of Mary Magdelane and jumped out of the castle and into the sea. Despite being weighted down with the stocks and shackles he managed to swim back to camp. Even after a blacksmith removed his bonds he kept the chains and carried them home as a reminder of his deliverance. He became a good and holy Benedictine monk. 


St Francis of Assisi – is not the patron saint of birds, that accolade is held by Milburga, who is an 8th Century Englishwoman who when just before harvest and a farmer’s field was inundated with birds simply prayed. Nothing else the farmers tried worked. Hence patron of birds  


Gabriel – is not the patron saint of warnings. We don’t think that there is one.


St George – Baptism doesn’t have a patron saint, sacraments don’t need patrons. Even if they did it would probably be John the Baptist.


St Joseph Cupertino – is not the patron of Artists or Magicians.
